I would like to remind  
everyone that our Annual Peoria Tribal Childrenôs Christmas Party is December 
10, at the Ottawa/Peoria Cultural Center.  We have a few exciting additions to 
this yearôs event, so make sure your entire family plans to attend. This year all 
Peoria Tribal teens ages 13-17, will receive a $25 Walmart gift card if they  
attend the event with their family. The teen gift card registration form is due by 
November 21st.  The registration form for children ages 0-12, must be returned 
by November 14, to ensure your child receives their gift of choice. We plan to 
have new entertainment, a ñPeoria Winter Storyò read by one of our tribal el-
ders, and of course a visit from Ole St. Nick himself! Please join us this year in 
celebrating the spirit of family and Christmas.  
 

The Election Notice and Call for Declaration of Candidacy was mailed to all 
Peoria Tribal members of voting age, for the upcoming election in March 2017.  
Please call the Tribal Office if you have any name or address changes that need 
to be made. It is important that we have your updated information in order for 
you to receive election mailings, as well as securing your eligibility to vote in 
March. 
 

The Business Committee has several projects we are currently working on. 
Probably the most important is the possibility of an expansion to Buffalo Run 
Casino. The Committee has received bid packages that include budgets, size and 
theme for the overall project.  We are working towards creating a master plan of 
the property which will include utility locations, ingress and egress.  At our 
Regular October Business Committee Meeting, we made another investment 
that will benefit all Peoria Tribal members who want to further their education. 
Starting in the spring of 2017, Peoria Tribal Scholarships will increase from 
$3500.00 per semester to $5000.00 per semester, for full time students. The 
Business Committee is in full agreement, that investing in the lives of our youth 
will pay dividends to many families by providing them the opportunity to  
receive a college education.  This will also give adults of any age the  
opportunity to further their education.  We encourage you to take advantage of 
this excellent program and invest in your future.  
 

We are currently collaborating with the University of Illinois and their student-
run Illinois Business Consulting Firm, to explore the feasibility of creating an 
Institutional Review Board (IRB) for the Tribe. This model would create an  
infrastructure which could allow for future research and/or potential  
partnerships, in regards to Native American healthcare. The IBC Team is set to 
present their Final Presentation in December, summarizing their overall project 
findings.

Secretary Tonya Mathews declared a 
quorum with all members present, Chief Froman called ahead to notify the Committee he was unable to attend. Motion was made and  
seconded to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried unanimously. Motion was made and seconded to approve the minutes of July 
5, 2016, as presented. Motion carried unanimously. Following discussion, the Committee by unanimous decision, called for a Special  
Meeting to be held Tuesday, August 23, 2016, at 6:00 p.m. Motion was made and seconded to approve the financial reports for June 2016. 
Motion carried unanimously. Following discussion, motion was made and seconded to allocate $10,000.00 out of the Public Relations  
Account for the Ottawa County Premium Sale. Motion carried unanimously. Upon motions made and duly seconded, two resolutions were 
presented for consideration and approved by unanimous vote: (1) Resolution R-08-02-16-A, ñRequest for Transfer of Funds From  
Peoria Tribal Tax Commission Account to Tribal Enterprises Accountò: Motion was made and seconded to approve Resolution R-08-
02-16-A as presented. (2) Resolution R-08-02-16-B, ñPermission for Adoption of Minor Childò: Following discussion, motion was 
made and seconded to approve Resolution R-08-02-16-B. Public comments were received from Jason Dollarhide. Mr. Dollarhide asked the 
Committee to consider hosting a Second Annual Buffalo Run Casino Pow-Wow, to be held in the Buffalo Run Casino Showplace.  Follow-
ing discussion, the Committee decided to include the Pow-Wow proposal on the agenda at the September Business Committee Meeting. 
Alan Goforth, member of the Peoria Tribal Education Committee, notified the Committee he would provide updated research regarding the 
rising cost of tuition at the September Business Committee Meeting. The Education Committee would like to propose raising the current 
tribal scholarship amount. There was no call for executive session. Motion to adjourn was made and seconded. Motion carried unanimously 
and the meeting was adjourned. 
 
REGULAR MEETING SEPTEMBER 6, 2016 
Chief Froman called the meeting to order.  Carolyn Ritchey gave the invocation. Secretary Tonya Mathews declared a quorum with all 
members present. Motion was made and seconded to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried unanimously. Motion was made and 
seconded to approve the minutes of regularly scheduled meeting on August 2, 2016, as presented. Motion carried unanimously. Motion was 
made and seconded to approve the minutes of the Special Meeting on August 23, 2016, as presented. Motion carried unanimously.  
Following discussion, regarding bridge repairs also needed on hole number 9, motion was made and seconded to amend the Capital Repairs 
budget for Peoria Ridge Golf Course in the amount of $5000.00 for bridge repairs. Motion carried unanimously. Motion was made and  
seconded to approve the financial reports for July 2016. Motion carried unanimously. Following discussion regarding a discrepancy in the 
observance of National Indian Day under óTypical Holidays Observedô(section XXII)  in the Peoria Tribal Personnel Policy, motion was 
made and seconded to amend the Personnel Policy to reflect the annual observance of óNative American Dayô to be the fourth Friday of 
September. Motion carried unanimously. Following discussion, motion was made and seconded to approve the salary increases and 1.5% 
COLA for Peoria Tribal employees as recommended. Motion carried with a vote of 4 for, and 2 abstentions. There was no unfinished  
business brought before the Committee. New Members Recommended for Approval by the Enrollment Committee 08/17/2016 Tentatively 
to be Approved by the Business Committee on 09/06/2016 or at the Next Regularly Scheduled or Special Meeting: Motion was made 
and seconded to approve new members as recommended by the Enrollment Committee. Motion carried unanimously. Upon motions made 
and duly seconded, three resolutions were presented for consideration and approved by unanimous votes: (1) Resolution R-09-06-16-A, 
ñApproval for Changes to the Peoria Tribal Membership Rollò:  Motion was made and seconded to approve changes as presented. 
(2) Resolution R-09-06-16-B, ñA Request to the Secretary of the Interior for FY 2016 and/or FY 2017 Funding For Attorney Fees 
and Litigation Support Costsò: Following a brief explanation of request, motion was made and seconded to approve Resolution R-09-06-
16-B as presented.  (3) Resolution R-09-06-16-C, ñA Resolution to Request Funding for the Development of Tribal Water  
Resourcesò: Motion was made and seconded to approve Resolution R-09-06-16-C.   Approval to Increase Funds for the Peoria Tribal 
Scholarship Program Funds: Following discussion, the Committee by unanimous decision, agreed to address proposal at the next 
Regular Business Committee Meeting in October. No action was taken. Approval to Waive Procurement Policy for Sole Source Item and 
Provide Funds for Enrollment Committee to Enter Into Contract with Consulting Firm to Revise the Peoria Tribal Enrollment 
Ordinance: Motion failed, no action was taken.

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ELECTION NOTICE AND   
CALL FOR DECLARATION OF CANDIDACY 

 

The Election Committee of the Peoria Tribe of Indians of Oklahoma announces a Tribal Election for the following positions in 
accordance with Article IX, Section 1 of the Constitution of the Peoria Tribe of Indians of Oklahoma approved August 13, 
1997:  Second Chief, Second Councilman, and two (2) seats on the Grievance Committee. 
 

The annual election will be held on Saturday, March 4, 2017, at the Peoria Tribal Administration Building, 118 South Eight 
Tribes Trail in Miami, Oklahoma.  Polls will be open from 7:00 a.m. to 12 noon.  Any member of the Peoria Tribe of Indians of 
Oklahoma shall be eligible to vote, provided the member is eighteen (18) years of age or over on the date of election.  Each 
member will be required to show proof of identification in the form of a government issued photo identification showing 
their name to match the Official Votersô List provided by the Tribal Enrollment Office.   
  

The ballots will be counted and tabulated and the results announced immediately.  In the event no candidate receives a majority 
vote, the Election Committee will immediately call for a run-off election by announcing the time polls will open.  Polls for a  
run-off election shall remain open for a period of two (2) hours.  Balloting will continue (by call of the Election Committee)  
until one candidate receives a clear majority of total votes cast. 
 

In accordance with Article XVI, Section 1(i) of the Election Ordinance, in the event only one candidate files for elective office, 
that candidate shall be declared elected.  In the event a candidate is declared elected, it will not be necessary for the Peoria Tribe 
to conduct an election, by ballot, for that elective office.  Furthermore, in the event a candidate is declared elected, that candi-
date shall assume office upon taking the Oath of Office. 
 

In the event no one files for an elective office in accordance with the forty-five (45) day Declaration of Candidacy policy, the 
Election Committee shall issue a second Election Notice.  

 
Candidacy Filing Deadline 

 
All candidates must file their Declaration of Candidacy forms and pay the filing fee, in person, with the Election Committee or 
the Committeeôs designated representative at the Peoria Tribal Office, 118 South Eight Tribes Trail in Miami, Oklahoma, during 
normal working hours (8 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday).  The deadline for filing is 4:00 p.m. on Wednesday,  
January 18, 2017. Please note the Tribal Office will be closed Monday, January 16, in observance of a federal holiday.  
  

QUALIFICATIONS OF CANDIDATES 
 

The following qualifications for candidates must be satisfied in accordance with the Constitution of the Peoria Tribe of Indians 
of Oklahoma: 
 
 Article IX, Section 5 
 

Qualifications of Candidates ï Any member of the Peoria Tribe who is at least twenty-five (25) years of age on the date of election; 
and who has never been convicted of a felony in a court of competent jurisdiction, shall qualify as a candidate for membership on 
the Business Committee or Grievance Committee. 
 
Any member of the Peoria Tribe who files for an elective office and is currently holding another elective Tribal office, will upon 
filing, immediately resign his or her present office.  Resigning from a present office will apply only if an incumbent files for a     
different elective office. 
 

 Article IX, Section 6 
 

Nominations ï Nominations for the Business Committee and the Grievance Committee shall be filed with the Election Committee 
at least forty-five (45) days prior to the election in accordance with the Election Ordinance. 
 
 

FILING PROCEDURES 

Filing procedures are prescribed by the Election Ordinance and governed by the Constitution of the Peoria Tribe of Indians of Oklahoma. 
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Special Projects/ NAGPRA

 I have been contacted be Ball State University in regards to their collection of Culturally Unidentified  
Individuals. While Ball State Universitiesô collection is not as large as that of Indiana Stateôs it is equally important to 
make every attempt possible to return these ancestors to their rightful place and put them to rest once more. Between 
now and March I will be traveling to the BSU campus in order to consult on their collection and with any luck be able 
to help culturally identify some parts of their collection so that they can be returned to the correct tribal nations.

 Candidate For Office:  Any qualified member of the Peoria Tribe of Indians of Oklahoma who desires his/her name to be 
placed on the ballot as a candidate for any elective office, shall file a Declaration of Candidacy form with the Election Committee or the Com-
mitteeôs designated representative.  The official form shall be provided by the Peoria Tribe.  The prospective candidateôs membership shall be 
verified by the Tribal Enrollment Officer and a background investigation conducted by the Election Committee. 

 
 Declaration of Candidacy:  The Declaration of Candidacy shall be in writing in the form prescribed by the Election       Com-
mittee and filed in person during normal working hours, at least forty-five (45) days prior to the election, at the Peoria Tribal office building 
or other designated location.  No person shall be a candidate for more than one (1) position on the Business Committee at any time. 
 

Filing Fee:  There shall be a non-refundable fee of Twenty-five Dollars ($25.00) paid by prospective candidates for the elected 
offices.  The  filing fee shall be by cash, certified check, or money order, made payable to the Peoria Tribe.  The filing fee shall be paid, in 
person, on the same date the prospective candidate submits his/her Declaration of Candidacy.  This filing fee shall be deposited into the  Trib-
al treasury for the use of the Tribe to defray all expenses incurred as a result of the election. 

 
Withdrawal:  A person seeking an elected office may withdraw his/her Declaration of Candidacy by filing a written notice of 

withdrawal, in person, with the Election Committee or designated representative.  The notice of withdrawal shall be filed during normal work-
ing hours at the Peoria Tribal office building or other designated location.  Such notice shall contain the candidateôs name, address and the 
position for which he/she is a candidate.  Also, such notice shall be signed by the candidate and notarized.  If a candidate withdraws after bal-
lots have been printed, the Election Committee shall post notices to that effect at the voting place and within the voting booths and make a 
line through or otherwise obliterate the candidateôs name from the ballots.  Any votes cast for a withdrawn candidate shall not be counted. 

 
Verify Qualifications of Candidates:  The Election Committee shall review all filings for the elected office to ascertain that 

the prospective candidates meet the qualifications set forth in Article IX, Section 5 of the Constitution of the Peoria Tribe.  The Election Com-
mittee shall make these determinations no later than ten (10) days following receipt of Declaration of Candidacy form.  If the Election Com-
mittee determines that a person is not eligible to be a candidate, the Election Committee or designated representative shall notify that person 
in writing by certified mail, return receipt requested, of their decision.  That personôs name shall not be included on the ballot.  The ineligible 
person may appeal, in writing, the Election Committeeôs decision to the Business Committee at the next monthly meeting of the Business 
Committee. 
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Tribal Member Reimbursement Program For School Supplies/School Clothes 
  

Program Description 
 

The Peoria Tribe of Indians of Oklahoma has established a program for reimbursement of school supplies or clothes for  
members of the Peoria Tribe of Indians of Oklahoma who are currently enrolled in grades K through 12.  This will be an annual 
program subject to budget approval each year by the Peoria Tribal Business Committee. 
 

The maximum amount per eligible student per school year is $500.  Reimbursements will be made in accordance with the  
following Guidelines and made payable to the parent/guardian submitting the application.  Reimbursement checks will be mailed 
to the address as listed on the application. 
 

Examples of costs allowable for reimbursement under this program include paper, pencils, notebooks, backpacks, shoes, clothes, 
school uniforms, lab fees, activity fees, summer school fees, or other fees charged by the school system.  All costs must be  
itemized on a printed receipt and submitted with the Program Application. All submitted receipts for the school year 2016-17 
must be dated between May 1, 2016-May 31, 2017.  Any receipts submitted not falling between these dates will be returned. 
 

All applications for reimbursements must be submitted to the Education Director at the Peoria Tribal Office. Only one  
application will be accepted per student per period. Each student can only be reimbursed 3 times per calendar year not to 
exceed the $500 maximum.

¶ Must provide original receipts, no copies will be accepted.  However, copies will be accepted on a case by case 
basis.  Receipts submitted must be dated between May 1, 2016-May 31, 2017 and show date and amount of   
transaction with description of item purchased. 

¶ The maximum annual amount to be reimbursed per student is $500 and will be made payable to the parent/
guardian submitting the Program Application.

 Is your State Certified Birth Certificate on file in the Enrollment Office? 

 The Enrollment Office is continuing to update all tribal membership files.  Many members have already sent in their state certified birth certificates.  To comply with 
Federal guidelines and be eligible for a CDIB card, issued through the BIA, a state certified birth certificate is required.  Reminder; state certified birth certificates 
must show, state file number, state seal, state registrars signature and parentage.  If you are unsure if you have a state birth certificate on file please call the Enrollment 
Office. If you need assistance in acquiring one please contact State Vital Records Department in the state you were born and they will assist you in how you can  
acquire one.  
 

 Is your name updated in your membership file? 
 
 The Enrollment Office will be glad to assist any member who needs to have their name changed.  If your name has changed please update your file to your current 
legal name.  Please bring or send in your legal documentation (such as marriage license, court order, etc.) and the name change process can begin.  If you are receiving 
the tribal newsletter with a previous name listed on the address label, please call the Enrollment Office for assistance or send your legal documentation (i.e. marriage 
license, court order, etc.) so the name change process can begin.  It has been observed, the postal service has been returning newsletters and other miscellaneous  
correspondence sent from the Tribe if a persons name does not match their postal record.  The process to update your name is not an immediate event.  Please update 
your name before a need arises as the process takes the same amount of time whether there is a need or a want for a name change.   
 

Missing or Change of Address 
 We still have several members (865) listed on the whereabouts unknown list.  Any and all help is appreciated in finding these members.  Several members have  
contacted the office with an update of family members.  When the Enrollment Office receives a telephonic or electronic address change, the Enrollment Office will 
send a change of address form to the missing member with a request for completing the change of address form.  Once the Enrollment Office receives the original, 
signed, completed form, the address is updated and the form is placed in the members file for accuracy.  The Enrollment Office must have written permission from the 
tribal member, over the age of 18, or the legal custodial parent, for members under 18, on file for address changes.  If you know someone who has moved or a tribal 
member household that is not receiving a newsletter please have them contact the Enrollment Office.  If you would like to send the address form to them for their  
completion and return or an individual can download the form from the Peoria Tribe website www.peoriatribe.com  a person should; go to Programs, then to  
Enrollment.  Under the Enrollment section there will be a change of address form highlighted in red, open the form, print the form out, have the individual (of over 18) 
or legal custodial parent (if under 18) to sign and return to the Enrollment Office.

 Enrollment Ordinance Reminders 
 

 The Enrollment Office receives calls with requests for help or general enrollment information.  To help members, listed below are a few reminders of the Enrollment 
Ordinance, which was revised and approved March 23, 2002.  Below are sections of the Enrollment Ordinance of which the questions or information are typically asked.    

 

 Section 2.  Dual enrollment with another Federally recognized tribe is prohibited and such prohibition shall be strictly applied; an enrolled member of another tribe 
shall not be eligible for membership with the Peoria Tribe.  If a member of another tribe wishes to become a member of the Peoria Tribe, they must first relinquish all            
membership with other Federally recognized tribes. 

 

 Section 8.  Each enrollment application must be completed in its entirety and must contain sufficient information to determine the applicantôs eligibility for          
enrollment.  Applicants must list the following on enrollment applications:  all names by which the applicant has been known, applicantôs current mailing address, name and 
notarized affidavit confirming applicant is not enrolled with any other Federally recognized tribe, and signature of the applicant or signature of the person filing the application 
on behalf of the applicant. 

 

 Section 9.  Applications for enrollment must be accompanied with a State certified birth certificate.  Applications received without a State certified birth certificate 
will not be processed.  The following must be visible on State certified birth certificates: 

 State Seal 
 State File number 
 State Registrarôs signature 
State certified birth certificates must also be recorded with the State Vital Records Division of the state of birth.  The following documents are not acceptable when 

accompanied with enrollment applications: 
 Hospital birth certificates 
 Baptismal certificate (even when parentsô names are shown) 
 Heirship records 
 County abstracts 
Approval of birth certificates issued by foreign nations or other highest-ranking governmental sub-division with jurisdiction to issue birth certificates will be at the 

discretion of the Enrollment Committee.  
 

 Section 18.  Changes to active membership records, such as name changes due to marriage or divorce, must be made by legal documentation (i.e. marriage license, 
divorce decree, court order, etc.).  Active members with change of addresses and other status information must notify the Enrollment Office at P.O. Box 1527, Miami, OK  74355 
or by telephone at 918-540-2535 or 1-800-259-9987.  Maintenance and accuracy of membership record data is the sole responsibility of each tribal member.  Each tribal member 
is personally accountable for correct membership record information (i.e. contact information and/or name changes).  The Tribal Enrollment Office will review changes to   
membership records to be forwarded to the Enrollment Committee; the Enrollment Committee shall certify its recommendation of approval to be approved by the Peoria      
Business Committee.  Changes to membership records must ultimately be passed by resolution from the Business Committee and submitted to the Miami Area Agency, Bureau 
of Indian Affairs.

Indian Child Welfare services for the Peoria Tribe of Indians of Oklahoma are available to all enrolled tribal members and, 
in most cases, to those who are eligible for enrollment. 
 

The Indian Child Welfare Program (ICWP) is located in the Programs Office building.  If you should need our services, 
please feel free to contact us there.  The office number is 918-540-2535. You can ask for Doug Journeycake, Director, (Ext. 
19 or Cell 918-540-4370). 
 

Lack of Tribal Foster Homes is still an issue for the Tribes.  If you are interested in becoming a Tribal Foster Home and want 
to open your heart and home to children in need, contact the ICWP now.  You can give children a chance to have a new and 
better life.  There are many rewards of being a foster parent as well as the wonderful results for the Tribeôs children.  The 
process is relatively simple, you fill out an application, and we will do a thorough Federal and State background check on 
anyone over 18 years of age living in the home.  We will require you to provide four personal references that the Indian 
Child Welfare Program (ICWP) will contact, and then the Indian Child Welfare Director or his designated representative will 
do a home visit in your home.  Once that process is completed, the Indian Child Welfare Program will license your home as 
a tribal foster home.  Additionally, the Department of Human Services (DHS) has a critical need for tribal foster homes to 
provide homes for Indian Children in state custody. 
 

The Tribe is fortunate that it has very few ICW cases.  Tribal members should be proud of themselves and their family  
members, as this sets a standard that is hard to meet by the other Tribes in the area.
